	English
	Focus:
Students focus on reading, watching, listening to the story. Students should talk about the story and show understanding of the story through comprehension activities.   

Learning intentions: 

I can listen to a story.

	Focus:
Students focus on a Winter’s tale setting. What does Winter mean? What weather do we get in Winter? Students can focus on using adjectives to describe the setting. 

Learning intentions: 

I can talk about a setting.

	Focus:
Students continue looking at the settings of A Winter’s tale. Students to write setting description focusing on the five senses. 

Learning intentions: 

I can tell you the features of a setting description. 

I can say what the 5 senses are. 

I can write sentences using adjectives. 

I can write a setting description. 



	Focus:
Students move focus onto characters. What characters are in the books? What are these characters like? Students to focus on appearance and personality. 

Learning intentions: 

I can tell you what a character is.

I can talk about different characters. 

I can begin to describe a character using adjectives. 

	Focus:
Students to write a character description. Choosing one character to focus on and writing a description of the characters appearance and personality. 

Learning intentions: 

I can tell you the features of a character description. 

I can use adjectives to describe appearance. 

I can use adjectives to describe personality. 
	Focus:
Students to focus on emotions and feelings. Exploring different feelings characters might feel throughout the play. Students can write poems focusing on feelings using structured approach. E.g. Sadness is…. 
Happiness is… 

Learning intentions: 

I can discuss emotions. 

I can identify emotions in a story. 

I can write a poem using sentence stems. 

	Art
	Focus: Front cover 

Learning intention: I can design a front cover. 

Activity: Students design and make their own front covers for the story The Winter’s Tale. Ensuring front covers include title, pictures and who the design was by. 

	Focus: Settings

Learning intention: I can create a winter scene. 

Activity: Students use a range of materials create a winter scene, students can use tissue paper, coloured paper, pipe cleaners, stickers, beads, gems etc. 

	Focus: Settings

Learning intention: I can paint a winter scene.

Activity: Students look at different winter pictures and paint their own winter scene. Focusing on choice of colours. 

	Focus: Costume and props 

Learning intention: I can design a prop. 

Activity: Students identify props in the play and as a class choose a prop they could design and make e.g. crowns, statues, mini dungeon etc.
