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	Learning Objective:
Hopelessly in Love: Diary entry
Years 3, 4 English NC

Reading: 

· discussing words and phrases that capture the reader’s interest and imagination 

· identifying how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning

Writing: 

Discussing writing similar to that which they are planning to write in order to understand and learn from its structure, vocabulary and grammar.
Draft and write by:
i. composing and rehearsing sentences orally (including dialogue), progressively building a varied and rich vocabulary and an increasing range of sentence structures 

ii. organising paragraphs around a theme

Evaluate and edit by reading their own writing aloud, to a group or the whole class, using appropriate intonation and controlling the tone and volume so that the meaning is clear.

	Notes: Summary of play

Prospero is up on the mountain orchestrating his plan... Caliban plotting a revolution... and the courtiers lost in the jungle...
Ariel leads Ferdinand to the cave where he meets Miranda...and they fall hopelessly in love.

Miranda is the most beautiful woman Ferdinand has ever seen... Ferdinand is the only man Miranda has ever seen (apart from her father, of course) and their falling in love is all part of Prospero's plan.

Prospero gives Ferdinand Caliban's job of cutting wood... and Ferdinand rather enjoys the chore, so long as he has Miranda with him to watch.

Shakespearean Language:

William Shakespeare played a major role in the transformation of the English language. Many words and phrases were first written down in his plays.

'Elbow room' (King John), 'heart of gold' (Henry V), 'tower of strength' (Richard III) and 'Wild-goose chase' (Romeo and Juliet) - just a handful of the many well-known English phrases that we've learnt from Shakespeare and use in our day to day lives more than 400 years later. The early modern English language was less than 100 years old in 1590 when Shakespeare was writing. No dictionaries had yet been written and most documents were still written in Latin. He contributed 1,700 words to the English language because he was the first author to write them down.
As well as inventing completely new words, he used existing words in inventive ways, for example he was the first person to use 'friend' as a verb, as well as 'unfriended’ (Twelfth Night) and from 'gloom' he invented the word 'gloomy' (Titus Andronicus).

	Main Teaching: 

Watch the animated play or read your class The Tempest in your chosen text form. Then answer the Key Questions to check for pupil understanding.

Key Questions:
   Why has Ariel brought Ferdinand to the cave? 
   What has Prospero done to make sure Ferdinand and Miranda 
   fall in love?

What does Prospero do to Ferdinand then?
Drama: Falling in love can be very embarrassing to act out, especially when it is love at first sight as happens between Miranda and Ferdinand. In pairs read through this scene in the playscript: The Tempest Act 1, Scene 2 selected lines 418-494. (Check the vocabulary in the reading beforehand.) Think about the difficulties of performance. Is it a scene that needs to be played for ‘laughs’ or is it serious? Listen to other pairs reading the scene and discuss ways in which the performances can be improved.

Discuss: Which words detail their love for each other? (noble, a thing divine, a wonder, goodlier, space have I in such a prison) What are some synonyms for these words and connections to these ideas?  What could be the evidence for these descriptions? 
Collect the reasons for these descriptions to help amass the content for writing. Model write the opening lines to a diary entry after selecting the character. 
Activity:  Pupils to choose to be either Miranda or Ferdinand and write a diary entry in character describing meeting each other and falling in love. Remember that Miranda has lived on the island all her life and the only other man she has ever known is her father. Ferdinand is much more a man of the world.
	Differentiation: 

Mixed pairs/groups for drama activity

LA/EAL: Child-friendly script
MA/Challenge: What would a song about Ferdinand’s love, Miranda, include in its words? Can you write it? 
Edit, improve and publish in an additional session as needed.

In the lines between, Prospero calls Ferdinand a traitor and threatens torture while Miranda pleads on his behalf. Prospero is pleased with this, because he plans to use Ferdinand’s feelings towards his own ends. Ferdinand submits to Prospero, continuing to praise his daughter:

My spiits, as in a dream, are all bound up.
My father's loss, the weakness which I feel,
The wreck of all my fiends, nor this man's threats,
To whom I am subdued, are but light to me,
Might I but through my prison once a day
Behold this maid: all corners clse of the carth

Have I in such a prison.
