Reading: 

· discussing words and phrases that capture the reader’s interest and imagination 

· identifying how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning

· preparing poems and play scripts to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action

Writing: 

Discussing writing similar to that which they are planning to write in order to understand and learn from its structure, vocabulary and grammar.

ii. organising paragraphs around a theme

	Main Teaching: 

Watch the animated play or read your class The Tempest in your chosen text form. Then answer the Key Questions to check for pupil understanding.

Key Questions:
What spell does Prospero cast?

What does Antonio suggest to Sebastian?

How does Sebastian reply?

What encourages Sebastian to go along with Antonio's plan?

Where has Antonio's knife been manufactured?

Read the verses of Toledo Steel to the class. Annotate the rhythm, the beats and syllables, the rhyme scheme for each line of verse. What is this form called? Clarify the vocabulary. Then play the song as performed in http://downloads.bbc.co.uk/schoolradio/ the_tempest/song_04_full_vocal_download.mp4
Share the context of rap music with the pupils. Hip hop music, also called hip-hop or rap music, is a music genre developed in the United States by inner-city African Americans and Latino Americans in the Bronx borough of New York City in the 1970s. It consists of a stylized rhythmic music that commonly accompanies rapping, a rhythmic and rhyming speech that is chanted. These raps often express provocative social issues (like violence and politics) creativity and resilience.
Drama for writing: Hotseat Sebastian. What would he want the most in this world? How could he get it? What would being King mean to him? Hotseat Antonio. What do you need Sebastian to do? What can you both enjoy from it? Gather information and record to use for writing on the whiteboard.
Model turning some of Antonio’s and Sebastian’s phrases into verses. Is there a particularly persuasive line to form the chorus? Share write a few more exemplar lines.
Activity: Persuasive speech writing – rap form.

Collaborative writing. In small groups craft a rap in which evil Antonio convinces Sebastian that he could become King of Naples if he will kill Alonso.
